Our DNA service provider has been sold, however
it will not change how our Members or Association
does business. Please see the press release
below.

There is one significant change, and that is the
method of sending in samples for testing. Neogen
requires that hair cards, blood cards or tissue
collectors be used as they contain barcodes for
increased tracking accuracy and ease of sample
storage. Loose samples sent in envelopes will no
longer be accepted. The hair or blood cards will
be provided by the CLRC with your DNA forms
along with instructions for collecting and sending
those samples. Collection Instructions are also
available on the CBDA website. Most members will
want to continue using hair for their DNA tests,
however the blood method may work better for
very young calves where the hair is difficult to
pull from the tail. Tissue samplers are much more
expensive and individual members will be required
to pay for their own supplies should they wish to
use this method of DNA collection.

Neogen Canada will maintain its operations
in Edmonton, Alberta and Delta Genomics
will continue its mission to improve the
sustainability, profitability and competitiveness
of the Canadian livestock industry. Delta
Genomics' CEQ Michelle Miller is named the
new general manager of Neogen Canada and
will continue to work with the Delta Genomics
board of directors to support customers during
the transition.

make the process as easy as possible. Not only does it help our breed,

it also provides each individual breeder with performance data for themselves. Regardless
of what province of the country you reside, every breeder’s data is equally as important.

The challenge of improvement does not stop at EPDs either. Many breeders have commented
that our show circuit and Cream of the Crop sale have seen a rise in animal quality over the
past few years. While everyone may have a different eye or different taste for the type of
cattle they like, we must constantly strive to produce the best possible version of what
that animal is. Too many times we settle on using bargain basement pasture bulls, with
no performance numbers behind them, or poor skeletal qualities, thus, resulting in sub
standard calves with no growth or structure themselves, that end up selling at a discount
in the stocker ring. Each of us individual breeders can control this — there are breeders
producing quality bull power that needs to be taken advantage of. The best way to cut your
profits at the end of the year happens easily when you take the cheap route with your herd
sire. With the information that is readily available in todays age of technology, finding your
herd a higher quality bull should be much easier with a little research.

If I can give one last thought to this longwinded column it is this —we are a smaller breed,
but one with a sense of community. What we lack in numbers, we make up for in camaraderie
and fellowship.

It has been a very snowy winter here in Alberta - or at least the Central and
Northern areas. Here’s hoping that it translates into some spring moisture.
Temperatures have generally been reasonable, although we are in a cold
snap as | am writing this.

Markets have generally been good with cull cows trending up a bit in the
new year from lows in November ($60-70/cwt). High grain and forage
prices, combined with limited availability, kept the price spread across
weight classes tight through the fall and it seems to be continuing into
the new year with heifers still trading at a considerable discount to steers.
However the odd group of replacement quality heifers has been bringing
good money.

On the Blonde cattle side of things, there has been good interest in bulls
early in the season, and some sales have been made. We don’t have a
bull test this year, and our breeders are selling private treaty of their
individual farms.

Unfortunately Alberta has also decided not to host the 2019 National Show
& AGM. The decision was not made lightly and was based on discussions
with active breeders in the two provinces. However we plan to support the
National activities in whichever Province decides to host this fall.

Cet hiver en Alberta nous avons eu beaucoup de neige ou du moins dans
les régions du centre et du nord. En espérant que cela nous donne une
certaine humidité au printemps. Les températures ont généralement été
raisonnables, méme si nous sommes dans une période de froid alors que
j’écris ceci.

Les marchés ont généralement été favorables, les vaches de réforme
affichant une tendance légerement a la hausse par rapport a leur plus bas
en novembre (60-70 S / cwt). Les prix élevés des céréales et des fourrages,
combinés a une disponibilité limitée, ont maintenu I'’écart de prix entre les
catégories de poids tout au long de I'automne et il semble se poursuivre
au début de I'année, les génisses se négociant toujours a un prix trés
avantageux pour les bouvillons. Cependant, le groupe rare de génisses de
qualité de remplacement rapporte bien.

Du c6té des vaches Blondes, les taureaux ont suscité un vif intérét en
début de saison et des ventes ont été réalisées. Nous n’avons pas de test
de taureau cette année et nos éleveurs vendent en traites privées de leurs
fermes individuelles.

Malheureusement, I'Alberta a également décidé de ne pas agir comme
hote pour I'Exposition nationale et I'Assemblée générale annuelle de
2019. La décision n’a pas été prise a la légére et était basée sur des
discussions avec des éleveurs actifs dans les deux provinces. Toutefois,
nous prévoyons d’appuyer les activités nationales dans la province qui
décidera de l'organiser.

As Blondes are a terminal (growth & muscle) beef breed, your CBDA Board considers
performance recording as a key component to our success moving forward. With this in
mind we have made some changes to they way the program is administered in order to
increase the speed at which the information flows back to our membership while keeping
it very cost effective for our smaller herds.

For the 2018 calf crop (and moving forward) members will not have to pay the subscription
fee in order to have their calf information entered, or to receive EPD’s for their recorded
animals provided they use the specially designed Excel spreadsheets that can be found on
the Canadian Blonde website.

Information must be typed into the sheet electronically (not hand written), and then
emailed directly to AgSights (formerly BIO). If your herd has not been in the performance
program before there may be some initial set-up fees to enter pedigrees, etc.

The Blonde Perfromance Program is run through AgSights in Ontario, and we encourage
everyone to get involved by sending in birthweights, calving ease and when available
weaning and yearling weights as well. All you need to get started is five calves of any sex
that were managed the same prior to birth and born within 90 days of one another.

From the penthouse to the
outhouse to the wigwam and
everywhere in between, Don
Dunham of Donaleen Blondes
has done and seen it all.

I I I R A I I I I A AT Y

It all started in 1987, when Don decided he wanted some cows and purchased
three at the 1st Ontario Association blonde sale. When the trailer bumped
the loading ramp that day, Don ushered a polled half blood heifer JJ 44U from
Liahn Farms (sired by Fantome), a 75% cow from Doublejay Farm named JID
Janie Six 40R (sired by Triple Six) and an 87.5% cow named ERK Jules Grace
16T from Robert Riley out of Hagersville, Ontario all onto his trailer. With a
young family and an off farm job in the auto industry, Don had made his days
longer but Donaleen Blondes was born.

The early years in the cattle business were trying for Don. His job at General
Motors had him away for over 12 hours a day, and the commercial charolais
bull he was running with the cows was proving to create calving problems.
With Don not around to monitor things, the calving seasons were nothing
short of a disaster. Upon the advice of a neighbor, Don set out to find himself
a blonde bull and struck a deal with Dave Walker of Marmac Farms to
purchase his first blonde herd sire D J Willber 16W in July of 1988.

As things started to roll smoothly around the farm, the breed began to
capture Don’s attention more with each passing day. With his herd and
young family growing, Don jumped into the show scene in the early 90s. If
there was ever a way to make a good first impression, Donaleen Blondes did
just that. The biggest and best purchase for the farm came in July of 1994
when Don again went knocking on Dave Walker’s door looking for a bull.
Dave agreed to sell Beau Bois Café 26C to Don , a young hotshot yearling
bull coming from the highly accomplished Beauregard operation based in
Farnham, QC. The Café bull was delivered to Don at his hometown fair in
Campbelliford, and the accolades would begin to roll in. That season as a
yearling he would compete in a number of fairs winning Grand Champion at
the Lindsay Exhibition and finishing as Reserve Yearling Bull in November at
the Royal Winter Fair. The success was just beginning.

In March of 1995, the National show was held at the Morrow building in
Peterborough, Ontario and Beau Bois Café would become National Grand
Champion for Donaleen Blondes. Not to stop there, he would again be
crowned National Grand Champion in St. Hyancithe, QC the following year.
One must remember, the 80s and 90s were the heyday of Blonde animals in
the show ring. Membership was at an all time high and each show was ultra
competitive. Donaleen Blondes had stepped into the spotlight and stole the
show on the grandest stage of them all, rubbing elbows with all the biggest
names in the breed.

After his very successful show career, Café would take over the main duty as
herd sire at Donaleen Blondes. Don even thought so highly of the bull, he had
semen drawn on him, much of which he still retains today. Unfortunately,
less then desirable occurrences were happening in Don’s personal life at
the time and he was unable to retain many offspring of Café during this
period. While this made it tough for Don to continue to grow his herd, his
three children had taken a strong interest in the cows and all had joined
4H. Joanna, Jennifer and Clarke all enjoyed successful 4H careers, and truly
enjoyed showing their blonde projects. During the period when Blondes still
had their own show at the Royal Winter Fair, Joanna would win the Nob Hill
Champion heifer with Donaleen Helen 4H, the highest honor for a Blonde
Junior Showperson. It should come as no surprise that this heifer was sired
by Donaleen’s great show bull Beau Bois Café.

One thing Don reflects fondly on are all the great memories he has made
over the years in the show ring. The “Wigwam” as Don effectively refers
to his cattle trailer has travelled to shows all over Ontario, out west to
Saskatchewan and east into Quebec. He reached the pinnacle showing at
Agribition, and made numerous appearances at the Royal Winter Fair as well
as Expo Boeuf in Quebec. In his own words “you wont find a better group of
people who are more then happy to work together”.

The recent years have seen a resurgence of Donaleen Blondes. After 31.5
years in the auto industry, Don finally retired in 2009. In 2014 he got married
to a lovely lady named Wendy. He credits her enthusiasm, support and keen
interest in the cattle to keeping the spark going. The support hasn’t stopped
there either — all three of Don’s children have gravitated back towards the
cattle, often showing up at many of the shows to lend a hand. If that wasn’t
enough, they’ve brought help with them too as the third generation begin
their journey with blondes. Ethan (6), Abe (5), Isla (4), Cordelia (3) and Ellie
(5 months) can all be seen helping their grandpa around the barn and show
ring. It truly is a family operation, one that has resulted in Donaleen Blondes
being named Premier Exhibitor four years in a row.

Around the farm, Don maintains a herd of 20 mature cows, a few
replacements each year as well as a couple herd bulls. He keeps busy by
putting up all his own hay, grain and corn. Don is active as both a buyer and
seller at the Cream of the Crop sale, can be spotted at the annual picnic with
his customary cowboy hat on, and is the first person to lend a hand to any
breeder who needs one. The latter, a lesson he continues to pay forward after
a kind gesture by Earle Wilson of Norlock Farms really helped kick start Don’s
growth in the breed.

It’s hard to truly express in words how instrumental Don Dunham has been to
the blonde breed. His dedication year after year is a testament to his passion for
the blonde d’aquitaine cattle. His infectious smile and soft-spoken nature are
only outdone by his kindness and integrity. Don exemplifies everything that the
Shirley Bilton Award for Breeder of the Year is about.

From the entire Candian Blonde d’Aquitaine Association membership, congrats
to Donleen Blondes, Don and Wendy Dunham on being the 2018 Breeders of
the Year. An honor well earned and deserved.

Tout a commencé en 1987, lorsque Don a décidé qu'il voulait des vaches
et en a acheté trois lors de la premiere vente de Blonde de I'Association
Ontarienne. Lorsque la remorque a heurté la rampe de chargement ce jour-
1a, Don a embarqué dans sa remorque une génisse demi-sang sans-cornes,
JJ 44U de Liahn Farms (pére Fantome), une vache a 75% de Doublejay Farm
nommeée JID Janie Six 40R (pére Triple Six) et une vache a 87,5% nommée
ERK Jules Grace 16T de Robert Riley, originaire de Hagersville, en Ontario.
Avec une jeune famille et un emploi non agricole dans I'industrie automobile,
Don avait rallongé ses journées mais Donaleen Blondes était née.

Les premieres années dans le secteur du bétail ont été difficiles pour Don.
Il travaillait chez General Motors pendant plus de 12 heures par jour et le
taureau Charolais qu’il mettait avec les vaches créait des probléemes de vélage.
Avec Don pas la pour surveiller, les saisons de vélage étaient désastreuses.
Sur les conseils d’un voisin, Don s’est mis en quéte d’'un taureau Blonde et
a conclu un accord avec Dave Walker de Marmac Farms pour |'achat de son
premier taureau Blonde, D J Willber 16W, en juillet 1988.

Au fur et a mesure que les choses se déroulaient sans heurts autour de
la ferme, la race captivait de plus en plus l'attention de Don. Avec son
troupeau et sa jeune famille grandissant, Don a sauté dans la scéne du
spectacle au début des années 90. S'il y avait une fagon de donner une
bonne premiére impression Donaleen Blondes le faisait. Lachat le plus
important et le meilleur pour la ferme a eu lieu en juillet 1994, lorsque
Don est retourné frapper a la porte de Dave Walker a la recherche d’un
taureau. Dave a accepté de lui vendre Beau Bois Café 26C, un jeune taureau
de 'année venu de la tres réputée Ferme Beauregard basée a Farnham au
Québec. Le taureau Café a été livré a Don lors de la foire de Campbellford
et les honneurs ont commencé. Cette saison-la, comme taureau d’un an, il
participa a plusieurs expositions, remportant le titre de Grand Champion
a I'Exposition de Lindsay et finissant comme Réserve taureau d’un an en
novembre a la Royal Winter Fair. Les succeés ne faisaient que commencer.

En mars 1995, I'exposition nationale a eu lieu a I'édifice Morrow de
Peterborough, en Ontario et le café Beau Bois deviendrait le grand
champion national de Donaleen Blondes. Pour ne pas s‘arréter |3, il serait
de nouveau couronné grand champion national a Saint-Hyacinthe, Québec,
I'année suivante. Il faut se rappeler que les années 80 et 90 étaient 'apogée
des animaux Blondes dans I'aréne. Le nombre de membres était a son plus
haut niveau et chaque spectacle était ultra compétitif. Donaleen Blondes
était passée sous les projecteurs et avait volé la vedette sur la plus grande
des scenes, se frottant les coudes avec tous les plus grands noms de la race.

Apres une carriere treés réussie dans le spectacle, Café assumerait la
fonction principale de pére de troupeau chez Donaleen Blondes. Don avait
tellement une estime pour le taureau qu'il avait pris de sa semence, qu’il en
conserve encore aujourd’hui. Malheureusement, a ce moment-Ia, certains
problémes affligeaient la vie privée de Don et il n’a pas été possible de garder
plusieurs veaux de Café. Cela rendait difficile pour Don de continuer a faire
grandir son troupeau, mais ses trois enfants s’intéressaient beaucoup aux
vaches et tous avaient rejoint le 4H. Joanna, Jennifer et Clarke ont toutes
connu une carriere réussie dans les 4H et ont vraiment aimé montrer leurs
projets de Blonde. Pendant la période ou les Blondes avaient encore leur
propre spectacle a la Royal Winter Fair, Joanna remporterait la Génisse Nob
Hill Championne avec Donaleen Helen 4H, le plus grand honneur décerné
a une Blonde Junior présentatrice. Rien d’étonnant que le pere de cette
génisse soit le taureau de Donaleen, Beau Bois Café.

Une chose sur laquelle Don se souvient avec tendresse, ce sont tous les bons
souvenirs qu’il a vécu au fil des années dans l'arene. Le «Wigwam», que
Don appelle sa remorque pour vaches, s’est rendue a toutes les expositions
partout en Ontario, dans l'ouest a Saskatchewan et a l'est au Québec. Il
a atteint le sommet de I'exposition a Agribition et a fait de nombreuses
apparitions a la Royal Winter Fair ainsi qu’a I'Expo Boeuf au Québec. Selon
ses propres mots, «vous ne trouverez pas un meilleur groupe de personnes
qui seront plus que ravies de travailler ensemble».

Les dernieres années ont vu une résurgence de Donaleen Blondes. Aprés
31 années et demie dans I'industrie automobile, Don a finalement pris sa
retraite en 2009. En 2014, il s’est marié a une charmante femme nommée
Wendy. Il attribue son enthousiasme, son soutien et son vif intérét pour le
bétail a la survie du couple. Le soutien ne s’est pas arrété la non plus - les
trois enfants de Don sont revenus au bétail, et se sont souvent manifestés
pour donner un coup de main aux expositions. Si cela ne suffisait pas, ils ont
apporté leur aide avec la troisieme génération qui débute leur vie avec les
Blondes. On peut voir Ethan (6), Abe (5), Isla (4), Cordelia (3) et Ellie (5 mois)
aider leur grand-peére autour de la grange et de I'aréne d’exposition. C'est
vraiment une opération familiale qui a permis a Donaleen Blondes d’étre
nommé premier exposant quatre années de suite.

Autour de la ferme, Don maintient un troupeau de 20 vaches matures,
quelques remplagants chaque année ainsi que deux ou trois taureaux. Il
reste occupé en fournissant tout son foin, son grain et son mais. Don est
actif a la fois comme acheteur et vendeur lors de la vente du « Cream of the
Crop », il est au pique-nique annuel avec son chapeau de cow-boy habituel
et est la premiere personne a donner un coup de main a tout éleveur qui
en a besoin. Ce dernier, une pratique qu’il continue par suite d’'une bonne
aide de Earle Wilson de Norlock Farms, qui a vraiment contribué a relancer
la croissance de Don dans la race.

Il est difficile d’exprimer véritablement a quel point Don Dunham a joué un
role déterminant dans la race Blonde. Son dévouement année apres année
témoigne de sa passion pour le bétail Blonde d’Aquitaine. Son sourire
contagieux et sa nature douce ne sont surpassés que par sa gentillesse et
son intégrité. Don est un exemple parfait de tout ce que représente le prix
Shirley Bilton du meilleur éleveur de I'année.

De tous les membres de I'’Association Canadienne Blonde d’Aquitaine,
félicitations a Donleen Blondes, Don et Wendy Dunham pour avoir été
désignées éleveur de I'année 2018. Un honneur bien mérité.

Nominations will open on July 1st, and must be received by August
1st each year.

Nominator and nominee must be paid CBDA membersin good standlng
for the years in question.

Members may not nominate themselves, family members or those
that they share memberships/breeding programs with.

The nominator will be responsible for making the case for the nominee,
must present well written thoughts and a list of facts detailing the
nominees activities and accomplishments in service of the Blonde breed.

Emphasis will be put on the 12 month period in question, however past
accomplishments and involvement will not be overlooked.

Activities may include, but are not limited to: current year registrations,
service on Blonde Boards, service at Trade Shows, participation in
CBDA and provincial events, participation and success in the show ring,
buying and selling of animals at Association sales, volunteer positions
on behalf of the blondes (ie CLRC, fair boards, beef committees, etc),
participation in the BIO program, performance testing, new breeders
they have introduced to the breed, advertising of their animals in
Association and outside publications, contributions to the 4H program.
Nominees will be assessed by a non-biased individual with in-direct
ties to the breed, knowledge of purebred beef cattle operations and
Associations.

Nominators/Nominees will remain anonymous, with the exception of
the winning nominee.

The nominator of the winning nominee may also stay anonymous
if they so choose, however the information they provide for the
nomination may be used in articles/speeches recognizing the winner.

The Breeder of the Year will receive an individual award, a short
congratulations in the December newsletter and a full story on their
operation in following years “Blonde Connection”.

THE BRITISH BLONDE SOCIETY OPEN DAY SAW DROVES
OF PEOPLE FROM NEAR AND FAR DESCEND ON BRISTOL
TO TAKE PART IN WHAT WAS A VERY EDUCATIONAL AND
INFORMATIVE EVENT HELD AT THE DONCOMBE HERD OF
DAVID AND SUE KNIGHT.

The day kicked off with a talk from local vet, Dewi Jones who
emphasised the importance of herd health, covering a range of
topics from fertility to dosing at turn out.

Our next session was given by Richard Bartle, who demonstrated
the various techniques that can be used to enhance your animal’s
appearance. During the demonstration not a hair was left unturned
as he combed and clipped the Doncombe heifer to perfection, to
achieve that flawless show ring finish. Bart also emphasised how
important the appearance of the handler is in the show ring.

We then broke for lunch, and as you would expect on the menu
was succulent Blonde Beef produced by the Doncombe herd. With
the blonde’s superior killing out percentage, it was guaranteed that
no one would be going home hungry. Compliments must go to
the chefs for their excellent work. A selection of local made cakes
were also available and for those who wanted to cool off in the
afternoon, the local ice cream van really did go down a treat.

The afternoon session kicked off with a talk by Laura Masters of
AHDB Beef & Lamb who talked everyone through the added value
of using a British Blonde within your herd. On hand she had a real
cow which had been painted to highlight where the various cuts of
beef are located in an animal. This clearly identified that the Blonde
breed’s superior killing out percentage means its carcass growth
rates compares favourably with any of the other major beef breeds.

She said: “British Blonde cattle can be very well suited to
commercial beef production, however it’s important to market
your stock correctly, and understand customer requirements in
order to maximise your returns.”

British Blonde Cattle Society Chairman William McElroy added:
“Laura’s presen-tation was an excellent demonstration of the
Blonde breed’s outstanding conformation and their ability to
produce good quality carcasses that contain more meat, meaning
a higher meat to bone ratio.”

The afternoon also provided an oppor-tunity for everyone to put
everything they had learnt into action by participating in an open
Stock judging competition, with Master Judge Richard Bartle
explaining what to look for in an animal when judging. This section
was won by new breeder Sophie Malcomson aged thirteen from
Northern Ireland who got every class correct and won a Family Pass
for the Royal Ulster Balmoral Show.

There was also an opportunity to guess the combined weight of a
cow and calf which was won by Mark Jackson, from Studley. In the
‘Name the calf’ competition, Ottie was picked out as the winning
name, which was named by Louis Bagg, and for his efforts he
picked up a family pass for the Royal Bath and West show.

There was a number of trade stands on show including Natural
Stockcare, ForFarmers, Spy Camera CCTV, Moo Call, Lockyer Agri
Services, Showtime. Farm Wardrobe were also present and they
were promoting the societies new clothing and promotional range.

The day was rounded off with a special thank-you to everyone who
had made the day possible, and also to outgoing president Hilary
Jones. A charity Raffle also took place raising over £200 for RABI,
the chosen charity of the host Sue Knight.

William McElroy added: “The day was everything we expected
and more, and we were very pleased that we received excellent
attendance from right across the UK.

“The cattle on show were a real credit to David and Sue and | must
say a huge thank-you to everyone who helped out or supported
the event in any way.”

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The 2018 year has been a mix of challenges and highlights for Blonde
breeders, and cattle breeders in general, in Australia. Much of
Queensland and New South Wales has been affected by prolonged
drought conditions. In these regions this has resulted in a significant
reduction in the number of cattle. Victoria experienced an extremely
dry winter in 2018. This will also impact the number of cattle farmers
retain with limited fodder supplies. In the Western Region there was
a very late start to the growing season. This was compensated by
a very mild spring but is impacting prices for calves that are lighter
than feedlot entry weight. These challenges have been tempered
somewhat by prices for some classes of cattle remaining relatively
strong. Hopefully 2019 will bring with it more favourable weather
conditions and cattle prices remain firm during the coming year.

The year has not been all doom and gloom. Australian Blonde
breeders continue to show cattle at many regional and Royal shows
around the country. There has also been the strong performance of
Blondes in carcase competitions. The showing highlight of this year,
for me, was attending Beef 2018. Beef, as this show is often called, is
held every three years in Rockhampton, Queensland. This week long
event featured more than 500 trade exhibitors as well as 44 seminars
on topics related to beef production. There are commercial cattle
competitions which attracted around 2000 entries. As well there
is an Australia wide carcase competition which is based on abattoir
data. The highlight, though, is the stud cattle showing. In 2018 there
were over 1500 head from 34 breeds shown. There was an excellent
representation by Blondes with 35 entries for the 17 single pen
classes and 3 group classes. The standard of animals entered was an
outstanding example of Blonde breeding in Australia. Whilst most
entries come from Queensland studs there was a strong showing by
one Victorian stud.

The other feature of Beef 2018 was the number of representatives
from Blonde studs throughout Australia that attended. This presented
a great opportunity for breeders to share ideas and socialise
throughout the week.
